The events of this year made me aware that it is time for Don and I to allow our God to come forward.  The Realization Workshop and it's follow-up have been life changing for us.  We have a history of casino wins which started in 2010.  We were just having a lot of fun and it became "common thought" that we would win drawings and jackpots.  

    On January 27th I won the Copper Dropper progressive for $4,122.09.  This is the same progressive that Diana Hall won on and that Don in 2011 had won $14+ Jackpot.  I walked down the aisle looking at the machines and no one seemed interested in playing them as the jackpot was not as high as it usually is when it wins.  I decided to sit down and play at the 2nd machine.  I was talking to the machine and told it that it too could produce a jackpot.....that it didn't have to be over $10,000 to pay out.  I then told it that it did not have to produce the same "wild" jackpot configuration that Diana won one.  It could be different.  The next spin and I had 5 wilds straight across and won the jackpot of $4,122.09.  My reaction was "of course", I have always been a winner!

    I wanted to have Don experience the joy of my winning and for a moment focused that he would come by.  Around the corner Don appeared and was so happy for me.  He wanted my picture taken, etc.  I was very reluctant as I really did not want any publicity for this.  It was just my FUN.  OK, I agreed for the picture and the next thing I knew they wanted to do a write-up in their monthly newsletter about me.  "OH NO!", said I.  Don was disappointed, but I was adamant that I did not want any publicity.  

    Later that night as I focused, I became very disturbed about the win.  I continued my focus the next couple of days and then......the light came on!  I was denying my God by not letting it be known.  With the lotto winners being an inspiration and the knowledge we were advancing........I was denying my God.    I ended my focus and told Don that I had decided to let The Red Wind Casino do the article on me, but that he would also be included.  My burden lifted and I knew this was the right decision.

    On Tuesday, February 12th, we went to The Red Wind Casino.  We had just arrived, I checked my Keno and walked around to the Sphinx machines.  There are two and I picked one and began to play.  I had not been on it but a few turns when I got a bonus.  I closed my eyes and said I would let my God do the picking of which Sphinx.  The bonus was $20.  OK, I spun again for about 2 times and then the Jackpot appeared.  I won $2,500.

    Another story that is very significant:  I had received the number 7 in my focus.  At the casino I went around to all machines that featured the number 7.  I would always win on them but no jackpot amounts.  A friend who loves to play Roulette came by and told me before I left the casino I should put $20 on the number 7.  Ohhhhhhh.....the Roulette table has been scary to me.  Even at home with a few friends, I am afraid of losing in front of them......."a failure".  But, at the last minute, I walked to the Roulette table.  There was only one woman playing.  I gave the guy $20 and said put it all on 7.  He and the lady smiled at me that "OK smile".  The ball was rolling and I couldn't see the inside of the bowl because I was at the opposite end of the table.  The ball landed in a slot and jumped into another.  They both turned and looked wide-eyed at me.  The ball had landed on 7 but jumped out into another number.  I smiled and left.  I knew instantly the lesson.........I doubted!  I did not feel worthy!  I was too self conscious and did not allow my God.  

    When I go to the casino, I know when I am gambling and when I am "on"......being "self aware".  What I learned at the Realization Workshop is that 2013 is to unravel us and what we have accomplished in school, we now transfer to the world.
