                                     A dog’s last breaths, totally paralyzed, but is healed!

I have been a practicing equine specialist veterinarian since 1977, now going on 37 years. I began with a successful equine surgery practice in Eastern Washington. Since coming to see Ramtha over 29 years ago, I have been able to evolve myself personally and understand the knowledge of true healing by healing many personal attitudes and disease. My learnings fostered the comtemplations and creation of an equine healing practice leaving traditional medical beliefs behind. I have centered my practice around the teachings and personal experince learned at Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment. Through 25 years of practice and traveling coast to coast and in Europe, I was often faced with the worst case scenario’s to heal.  As long as there is still a breath of life and will to live in the animal, I know it can be healed.  My passion has always been to be the Master Healer!
 On Oct. 20th,, Jan Marie and Ron, RSE students, had their dog get critically injured after severely tumbling chasing a ball many times.  The dog, a 12 year old (Blue Heeler breed) began to show difficulty walking in the front end and progressed to where he couldn't stand up!  With  no appetite, the dog got worse and was taken to a local veterinarian. On the 22nd X-rays were taken. The diagnosis from a veternarian neurologists was unclear, other than to say he had pinched nerves and that the dog may have to be put down.  By Wednesday, the dog was totally paralyzed and couldn't move! 

 

On Saturday the 25th,  Jan Marie contacted me and said she had a dog in critical need of seeing me!  Since I was at JZ’s event, I didn’t see the dog until late that evening. I did know the severity of the dog’s condition, so when I arrived he appeared almost dead with fixated eyes.  The breathing was very shallow and he was quite cold and very rigid throughout his whole body as if rigor mortis was setting in. The neck was obviously swollen and I begin to explore for further diagnosis. I could easily tell there were two blown spinal discs, one behind the atlas, first joint, and at the 6th cervical vertebrae lower on the neck.  The dog they call “ Lil Boy Blue “ was completely paralyzed from his head to his tail and was dying!  There were no reflexes, no pain reflex,  just completely shut down.  I knew the dog wanted to live and there was enough will to begin to effect and start healing the dog so close to death.  I always begin my healing’s with Ultraviolet healing, “Blue Body”. With the art of self healing exquistely taught by Ramtha and 25 years of applying “Blue Body” healings in my practice, my acceptance is immediate allowing me to become the UV  frequency. Instantaneously, the dog’s respiration begin to become more relaxed with larger breaths. The dog’s color immediately begin to turn pink with a quick refill time, indicating we have now an active cardiovascular system. Always staying as the observer, with no emotions, I begin to observe any response or behavior as I slowly made contact with the neck. I knew to move with focused gentility, to release, open, and begin decompressing the dog’s neck.  Reading the dog's attitude by the expression in the tissue’s and structure that represents his mind,  gives me the knowingness of how far to go and if the dog is accepting the healing. We have been taught well you must rewire and move to new neurons and information in the brain, a “new neighborhood”, to create true change and healing!  At this moment, I stopped and said to the Jan Marie,” The dog wants some water”. She said she would get a syringe to give him water, since that was the only way the dog could receive water. I immediately said no, just bring over the bowl of water! I placed the bowl under the dogs mouth and he was able to turn slightly and drink by himself! A huge break through in change! I continued to manipulate other parts of the spine and relieve any subtle attitudes! Upon finishing,  I always conclude with another Ultraviolet healing while the body and e.m. field is in dynamic change!  Once I completed the session, the dog was obviously more comfortable and his eyes were relaxed with normal breathing. The next step was to see how he would respond through the night!
 

I always had the passion as a doctor and RSE student to be a great Master Healer! In my Neighborhood Walk I have always commanded to be the Master Healer, a magical and miraculous healer of all attitudes and disease. I also, walk out my patients or animals I am going to see that day and many times after I see them.  I went home that night and begin to put the dog in my  evening walk, that he is always healed and continues to live and walk again!
 

The next morning, I arrived before going to the event and saw the dog. He begin to show some reflexes that weren’t there.  This is a very significant change that indicates the state of the spinal chord and healing! This is unheard of in traditional medicine to have that quick of a response! I did another in depth session, always changing any attitude or behavior of the past and then went to the event. At the end of the day, I saw the dog again, but now having hind leg reflexes, clearly telling me how the nervous system was changing and responding in rapid way! It was joyful to see him express, with the ability now to wag his tail and express with joy in his face! What a warrior and so inspirational! I must say, it was so important for Jan Marie and Ron to  the have the love, care and focus, to giving around the clock care to all of his needs! They so many times had to carry the dog outside to relieve itself, day after day! There care was so important to the healing.
 

Now,on the Monday of Oct. the 28th, I  returned to treat the dog again and Ron, said you won't guess what happen! In the middle of the night, as I was checking on him, he was able to sit up and start to crawl, because he had to urinate and have a bowel movement. Quantum leaps were occurring, every time I saw the dog.  Excited and thrilled, I did another session with him now having more strength, more reaction and body movement occuring. Using his delightful will of wanted to live, he responded well! What is so impressive, as he became more able to move and express, he never complained once, he just accepted the healing and kept moving in the his new neighborhood. The RSE teachings have always taught, you can not heal and have this kind of response in the old, damaged, paralyzed neural-net! It so important to know and recognize,how to take the dog's or an animal’s consciousness into a new neurological brain state for real regeneration and healing! If they do not participate with their mind to accept or move into a new rewiring or neighborhood, you will not have real change or healing, you will only be alleviating symptoms with partial healing.

 

I saw the Lil Boy Blue 3 days later, on Oct, tge 13th, after I had to go to California for horse healing's. The beautiful little dog could almost hold himself up with only some assistance, but could easily sit up! Thrilled again over the progress, I knew we were on our way to walking and potentially full recovery. 

 

Few days later, he was able to stand and support himself, with some balance still needing some help. I had to go to New York for a 4 day trip of healing's, and when I returned to see him, he was standing and almost walking! His change was so significant and  had made the most exhilarating progress! He continued to respond even more rapidly to the future healings.  With the Follow-up  event immediately coming up, I said to Ron and Jan Marie, the dog will be walking by the end of the event. When I returned to see him, he was doing just that and more!  It was a wondrous moment to see him walk freely on his own, with great mobility, new vitality, happily smiling and wagging his tail, as to say, just look at me now, I have  a new life!  He was younger in appearance and just feeling great!  Earlier, Jan Marie had reported to me that he was acting so exuberant, just like a young pup again!!
 

A little more than 2 weeks after my initial visit,  I saw him on Nov.13th. He was close to fully recovered, to where he was walking, trotting, jumping with a whole new healthier state and excited about life! I have followed up with further sessions,but I must say, he has been one of the most willful dogs and determined to live I have  had over the 25 years of doing my healing work!  What I kept seeing and utilizing was his passion and desire to change and live. It so important to  know and capitalize upon this mindful state for us to unify in consciousness and conquer it all!! What says it all, is the dog is a Blue heeler breed that I call now a "BLUE HEALER"!  What is even more profound is tha I have waited to reveal his real and divine name. I now introduce you none other than,  “SHIVA”!!!

 

At this time, we decided it would be the opportune time to return to the veterarian that last saw the dog and pay a visit. An appointment was scheduled and we took the vibrant and healed Shiva to see her. When I we walked in and met her she said,” You must be the “miracle worker”.  I humbly bowed, said thank you, I accept! She was gracious and open enough to hear my explanation of the healing journey, with details on part, from initial quantum healing with frequency, along with hearing my healing process of simultaneous manipulation, while changing attitudes, to rewire to a part of the brain that can provide change and real healing. She listened intently, but seemed to be almost stunned and overwhelmed with the all the knowledge, literally taking her way out of her box. I told her all that I have learned comes from Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment. She said, I know about that! Then I mentioned to her that all dogs or animals are an extension of their owner and she smiled and agreed. At the moment I was talking to her about healing very angry and aggressive dogs, she suddenly said,” hold it!”  I have a dog here to be put down for that very reason and  I will see if the owner wants to see you. I talked to the owner, but she was overwhemed and couldn’t  commit any further to saving the dog since it had already bitten 3 children. I took a moment to see the dog and upon entering the room the dog leaped to bite my hand, as I quickly avoided the contact.  Then the dog became coward in a corner if as to say, “I am so at the end of all of this and I don't know if I can go on!” The owner did not want to go any further. This is important to mention since you never know the moment of the your next opportunity that usually occurs when you least expect it. Even though I didn’t have the opportunity to treat the dog, just taking a moment to make contact or observe, can effect the animal for some small change.  I commend the doctor for at least being open enough to try and offer the dog another chance.
In closing, the opportunity to create and utilize Ramtha’s teaching in your life is one huge opportunity and story in itself;  but to take the teachings and create a whole another paradigm of true healing is another.
