As I was registering at Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment for the Assay event of 2008,  I remember feeling  uncertain about the direction of my life. For several weeks prior to the event the emotions of doubt were consuming my days. 
I knew Ramtha’s teachings had already made such a significant impact on my life in so many ways before the 2008 event. I knew if I really wanted change and applied myself at this event, I would receive the answers. 
My desire was to find the courage and accept what I was capable of doing in healing horses.  “What is it I need to know to make those changes possible,” I asked myself?
I remember clearly at this event that Ram instructed us to make a card specifically addressing attitudes. Draw yourself on one side of the door naming the attitudes, and on the other side of the open door, a pictures of yourself free of the attitudes. The other card would be the same design, only difference being, draw yourself on one side of the card contemplating your dream, and on the other side, a picture of yourself with your dream accomplished.
Following Ram’s instruction, I began to contemplate what emotions I was encountering with my work. What loomed up in front of me was ‘fear and lack of confidence”

My next contemplation was, who would I think I would be if I was not the trainer/instructor that I thought I was? And, what business do I have thinking I can really heal any horse and their owner? 
The funny thing is, for several years my clients encouraged me to put myself into the public eye as a “horse healer”. Each time they said that, I would run and hide in my box and say, “oh no, that’s not me”. 
I made my cards.  And, surprising to myself, I made one card with a picture of me holding a book in my hand. On the cover of the book I wrote the word “Title?” On the other side of card (door) I drew the picture of myself holding the book in the air and smiling, with the word “Finished” on the cover.  Subconsciously, what came forth while making the card was a memory of my clients encouraging me to write a book about my journey and experiences in healing horses.  
At this event, I didn’t find my cards on the field during Fieldwork®. 

However, when I returned home I placed the cards next to my bed and focused on them every night.
Three days after Assay, I received a call from a publisher out of Colorado asking if I would be interested in being a co-author in a book series called, “Horse as Teacher”.  I was speechless, for a moment. I asked her, “How did you find me?” She responded, “I met a former client of yours who now lives in South Caroline, and she highly recommended I contact you.”  I was elated! After hanging up, I sat down and cried tears of joy!
My next runner occurred within a few weeks of Assay with my horse, “Sir William”. I had just sat down in the saddle to go out for a short ride, and as I leaned forward to stroke his neck, I noticed a large growth located at the top of his wither. I pulled back the mane to get a closer look.  Without thinking, I just gently touched the growth and could feel it was hot. I pulled back my hand and found myself just staring, no thoughts and just began observing. The tumor slowly opened up and started to drain. The wound then closed, only leaving a very small trace of white hairs.
I’ve learned to accept these gifts and I know they are innate in each individual human being. Since Assay, I’ve been helping to heal horses and their relationship with their animal as well as, dogs, cows, goats &I am blessed, without words, that how fortunate I am to have such a magnificent Master Teacher in my life that has helped me to “overcome and overcome to become!”
