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Ramtha’s 2014 Masters of Divine Jazz World Tour is nearing its end after starting out in Guadalajara, Mexico this past February.

Since then, the tour has been through Yelm, South Korea, Switzerland, Australia, Brazil, Italy and is poised to travel to South Africa for a Sept. 24-28 gathering. The final stop of the world tour is back at Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment’s headquarters just west of Yelm city limits. That coming gathering, The 2014 Capstone Event with JZ Knight and Ramtha, is Oct. 20-26.

Ramtha is the purported 35,000-year-old Lumurian warrior channeled by Knight. Students at the school believe Ramtha is an ascended being. This is his first world tour since 2010.

According to Steve Klein, RSE’s event services manager, “Ramtha’s Summer Prophecy Events have garnered huge interest worldwide.”

Klein stated the starting event in Mexico attracted about 400 students, and the Yelm event in late July had 600 participants at the RSE campus with another 600 joining online via a live stream that went out to 24 countries in nine languages.

Why is it important for students to see Knight channel Ramtha in the flesh rather than over an online video feed?

“The students like to have direct contact with their teacher Ramtha,” Klein said. “Certainly the stream is the next best thing if you can’t get here or haven’t seen him, but the students like to have direct instruction and contact.”

A tour stop in Italy, according to Klein, was attended by about 500 students.

“Ramtha’s School of Enlightenment 2014 World Tour was created out of a demand for us to travel to Mexico and other countries, as we have 26,000 students worldwide in almost every country,” stated founder Knight in a press release at the start of the tour. “We have not been to some of these countries in many years.

“We took Ramtha to Italy in August 2013 and were greeted with a tremendous outpouring from students, their friends and families and first-timers to connect with their teacher,” Knight said. “From that amazing event came the inspiration and foundation for Ramtha’s 2014 Masters of Divine Jazz World Tour.”

The events are open to the public and include instruction in various methods taught by Ramtha. According to the press release, “the student learns to alter the day before it starts by intentionally modifying their neurological state of mind with a plan of experiences for the day.”

The title of the tour, “Masters of Divine Jazz,” was chosen because when “everyone is born, we have infinite opportunities and choices. As we age, we settle into a rut that narrows us down to one choice — living in the past, not the future,” Knight stated. “Divine Jazz means you can do anything. There are infinite possibilities.”

The tour coincides with a 30th anniversary edition of the book “Love Yourself into Life,” now also known as “The Magic Book.”

“As industrialist Henry Ford said, ‘If you think you can do a thing or think you can’t do a thing, you’re right,’” Knight stated. “In Divine Jazz we say, ‘You can!’ In one day you can be anything you desire to become and you would be right.”

The events are open to the public and include instruction in RSE techniques including The Neighborhood Walk, Create Your Day and Mind As Matter.

Cost for the Capstone Event in late October in Yelm is $1,000 per student, with half price for children 6-9 and seniors 65 and older.
