RSE event provides intro to Ramtha’s philosophy
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Ramtha. Love him or hate him, the 35,000-year-old Lemurian warrior purportedly channeled through JZ Knight is a fixture of the community.

On Saturday, more than 100 people had an opportunity to see — for free — the school that Ramtha built.

The Ramtha School of Enlightenment held an introductory event which was held in the school’s Great Arena, where chairs were set up around a stage — a departure from the school’s usual sit-on-the-floor approach.

While Knight and Ramtha themselves didn’t participate, they made appearances via video. Attendees also had the chance to apply RSE’s techniques for themselves with two remote viewing exercises.

Remote viewing is the belief that people can view an object with their mind.

Staff handed out paper and pens and staff member Mike Wright invited people to draw the contents of a cylindrical box he held up to the audience, as well as the contents of a manila envelope.

“This is so easy,” he said. “If you’ve never done it before, it’s a natural ability. You think of somebody, the phone rings, and it’s them. The reason that it doesn’t seem to be natural is because we don’t practice using it. We practice using our ordinary senses.

“Don’t worry about getting it wrong, because it’s not about success or failure,” he added.

After giving people time to write down their first impressions, Wright popped off the lid, reached inside, and pulled out the first object: a light bulb.

A few gasps spread through the arena. About half a dozen people raised their hands to indicate they’d drawn something resembling a light bulb.

The second object in the box was a toy horse. A few people raised their hands to indicate they’d drawn horses.

The third object, a can of Pepsi, didn’t seem to illicit a response. Wright apologized for earlier indicating there were only two objects in the box, positing that could have thrown people off.

Wright then turned to the envelope, opened it, and pulled out photographs of a violin and a tree. About half a dozen people indicated they’d drawn a tree.

“The immediate question is, ‘Well, was that a lucky guess? Can I do it again?’” he asked. “Well, you do it again, and you practice and you see if you get useful results, just like learning a new language, learning to play a musical instrument, learning any skill.”

RSE claims the techniques taught at the school are applicable far beyond seeing the contents of a box with one’s mind.

Lately, the school has been promoting Lottery winnings by RSE students who claim they used techniques taught at the school to help them win.

Linda Martel and Charlie Roy have been RSE students for 18 years. The couple won $50,000 from a scratch ticket and, the Tuesday before Saturday’s event, won $2,000 in a drawing at the Red Wind Casino, they said.

Martel said she credits the techniques she learned at RSE and said her thoughts helped manifest the win.

Don and Judy Wagner spoke about using RSE techniques to win jackpots at casinos. They have attended RSE for 25 years.

The couple has won numerous $1,000 drawings, $150 gas cards and other prizes, they said.

“I would focus on hearing my name called and I could hear it so clearly,” Don said of winning drawings. “Then when the drawing came, I knew. I knew I was going to be called.”

Critics have argued that RSE’s promotions encourage gambling addiction, but Judy Wagner said that’s not what it’s about.

“It’s not a gambling addiction, because I could walk away from the casino today,” she said. “It’s not an addiction by any means. It’s a method, first of all, verifying what has been taught here at the school. It’s a verification that this teaching that we have works, and in retrospect realizing ththis is what we can do to enhance our lives. We don’t have to be out there just tossed by the whims of the world. We do create the reality of how we want our life to be.”

According to RSE, its techniques don’t just bring wealth. Students say the techniques can help them manifest good health as well.

Ana Mihalcea and Anthony Latoski spoke at the event claiming they healed themselves using the school’s teachings. Mihalcea, who is a doctor of internal medicine, had a tumor last year that she says was healed through RSE techniques.

“Basically I had got medical treatment, but there was no further solution for this and I continued to apply the teachings,” she said.

She eliminated a tumor by applying the teachings, eliminating the need for surgery, she said.

Latoski was diagnosed with a blood clot in his left ventricle. The head cardiologist at the hospital told him he had never seen a living heart with so much damaged tissue, he said.

He said his focus helped heal him, ultimately completely eradicating the clot.

Latoski’s doctor was skeptical to the end, commenting, “It looks like the coumadin finally kicked in and worked,” he said.

For Latoski, there’s no doubt it was the school’s techniques that healed him, he said.

Critics of RSE say the school’s students sometimes forgo traditional medical treatment, instead opting to heal themselves with RSE techniques. Mihalcea said she did both and would never discourage anyone from seeking medical treatment.

“I would never go out there and recommend, ‘Hey, people, don’t see your doctor,’” she said. “I never did that. I got surgery. I got medical treatment and I used these things to continue to help improve my healing. I’m by no means advertising you can do something like that and not go through with medical treatment.”

Gina Cook came from Onalaska to attend. She said it was her first time attending an RSE event, even though she’s somewhat familiar with the school’s teachings from her friends.

She said the event left her with a belief that she could do anything with focus.

“I have to believe I can do those things and not give way to all the other conditions and things, other things that everybody says that you have to do to be successful or be happy or whatever,” she said.

“It’s not up to them. It’s up to me to figure that out and all I have to do is believe in me and focus on what I want, and focus on the success and focus on the happiness, and believe that I can do it.”

She got a few of the remote views correct, although she didn’t get the horse, despite her love of horses.

“I’m always thinking about horses so I decided that must not be right,” she said.

She said everyone was friendly, including the school staff, and she intended to be back.
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
